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A central purpose of the Katz/CBA IS Community website is to increase awareness and access to the intellectual work that is done by the faculty members, students, and alumni who make up that community.  
Towards this end it is important for the research that has been, and is currently being, done to have a strong visible presence online.  This involves both the relatively mechanical activity of uploading or providing links to papers and presentation and the more complicated task of integrating the work into the larger collection of material and providing descriptions that help non-academics engage and benefit from the work. 

The Katz IS Research Archive (KIRA) project has the following three goals:

1. Increase the awareness and accessibility of the IS research that is conducted by members of the Katz/CBA IS Community.  

2. Develop Katz IS Doctoral students ability to effectively communicate the findings and implications of IS research

3. Provide resources to support Katz IS Doctoral students research and participation in the IS academic community

Katz IS Doctoral students will be asked to create pages in for the Katz/CBA IS Community website (http://www.katzis.org/) that provide an access points for presentations and papers that members of the Katz/CBA IS community created.  Each page will include:

· Topically oriented title (may or may not be the same as the presentation or paper)

· Tagline for paper or presentation (3-4 sentences that summarize the key findings and/or implications of the work for a general audience).

· Basic citation information about the item (Including links to the author’s pages for authors that are members of the Katz/CBA IS Community)

· Copy of the paper or presentation (or a link if there are copyright issues)

· Formal abstract (if available)

· Categories – Tags that indicate what type of material it is and the general topic

The page should also be linked to in an appropriate fashion from the relevant topical summaries that are available off the Katz/CBA IS Community main page (http://www.katzis.org/)

In exchange for creating this each such page Katz IS Doctoral Students will receive $25 in an account that can be used to cover expenses related to their professional development and completion of their degree (Conference expenses, research expenses, journal subscriptions or professional memberships, etc.).

The initial costs of this program will be covered with funds from the Dean’s Technology Initiative funds.
